At the moment, musicians from different organizations,
permanent missions, the City, and people from all over the world, have joined us,
under the guidance of our musical director. Some ninety candidates were auditioned
at the WTO, about fifty selected. A rehearsal room was found at the ILO.

To represent and assist in the protocol on the occasion of events (meetings,
ceremonies, summits, exhibitions, inaugurations, celebrations, national days,
anniversaries, bigger regional or world-wide causes, like AIDS, malaria, hunger or
peace in the world, political refugees, etc.). To provide a window for UN agencies
and promote their representatives in Geneva, as well as in the international arena.
